Despite various events that we have enjoyed
together, the MYC and SYC have only had three regular
meetings in the past two and a half months. This past
Sunday night we got back at it, and had an excellent
meeting.

We had a good discussion with great
questions from the youth, and we recommitted ourselves
to being a committed group of disciples. We have some
room to grow yet, but it was quite encouraging.

Radical Hospitality
“To make known the love of God in Jesus

Christ”… How can we do that more effectively at ARPC?
I believe one of the three basic ways that we can

do this as a church is what author Robert Schnase calls
‘radical hospitality.’ Hospitality is being kind, generous
and welcoming to guests. ‘Radical hospitality’ would
mean the kind of hospitality that makes a guest say,
“Wow! Now that’s hospitality!”
