March was a good month with good Sunday night
meetings. The MYC had a great retreat at Camp Grier
writing out their own testimonies. We can all be equipped
to share our faith.

Probably the central way to make known the love
of God in Jesus Christ is to tell others about Jesus. When
Jesus calls us to be disciples, and He does call all of us,
He calls us also to go and tell others and to make more
disciples (Matthew 4:19, 28:19). This is not our strong
suit as Presbyterians. Some of you do a great job of this,
but most of us feel guilty because we know we are falling
short in this area. Well, I want to assure you we can do
better. Let’s make up our mind to do so and obey our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ. I think the following steps are a
very good start in that direction.
1. Daily pursue a loving relationship with Jesus
Christ. You cannot give away what you don’t have. But a
vibrant faith is infectious, and it gives us the motivation
we need. Faith is essential.
2. Pray. You and I can save no one. If we are going
to be involved in anyone’s salvation it will only be by the
power of the Holy Spirit. In fact that is exactly what we
see in the book of Acts (Acts 1:8). The Holy Spirit
inspired the early Christians to be bold in spreading the
gospel despite the dangers. Pray that God would empower
you, and pray for your non-believing friends. Make a list
and pray for them daily.

WHAT, ME WITNESS?
 3. Try. Invite people to church. Look for
opportunities to talk about Jesus and your faith. Look for
people to serve in unexpected ways, then share with them
the One who sends us to serve.
 4. Relax. This is a God thing. We cannot save
anyone. If we try to share Jesus, then we have obeyed God
and we have succeeded. If you invite someone to church
and they say no, you have succeeded. You obeyed God. If
you tell someone about Jesus and they don’t believe a
word of it, you have succeeded. You obeyed God. Coming
to have faith is always a process and usually takes many
invitations. Even if you feel rejected, you may have
planted a seed that will sprout up later. We cannot make
anyone believe in Jesus, we just humbly invite.
5. Get equipped. Read Becoming a Contagious
Christian, or Sharing Jesus without Fear, or another how-
to book. Study one of these as a Sunday School class.
Write out how to tell the gospel story. Write out how to
tell your own story, how you came to have faith. Write out
what you believe and why. This helps you have the words
to say to tell others about Jesus.

Jesus invites us to follow Him, and then He
commands His followers to go and tell. We can do this
through the power of the Holy Spirit. Ask God to help
you.
