They make themselves the
ultimate authority and reject whatever does not seem right
to them. They seek to figure out God on their own. Yet
God is not something for us to figure out or create with
our imaginations. We know God only because God reveals
God’s self. God does this through Jesus Christ and
through scripture.

The Bible is God’s word to us. God inspired the
writing of the Bible and it has God’s fingerprints all over
it. It reveals Jesus Christ; the Way, the Truth, and the Life.
It has a message we need to hear about what we need to
believe and how we need to live. It confronts us with the
truth. It brings us the good news of God’s love for us.

The Bible is authoritative. We must put ourselves
under the authority of the Bible rather than vice versa.
When we make ourselves the ultimate authority we usurp

God’s place. God is the ultimate authority and He has
chosen to communicate with us through the Bible. The
Bible is not always easy to understand. But we need to
read it with faith and obey the parts we do understand.
The more we obey and the more we study, the more we
understand.

We need to study the Bible diligently to gain
convictions based on the truth, not vague beliefs based on
what seems right to us. Christianity is not a shoulder-
shrugging faith. Yes, there is much we do not know and
we all struggle with disbelief and doubt at times; but God
does reveal God’s self, and we must have firm convictions
that we live by which are based on God’s self-revelation.

Studying the Bible with faith is essential for
having an authentic, loving relationship with Jesus Christ.
There is no substitute.
