DO HARD THINGS
I recently read an excellent book entitled Do Hard Things:
A Teenage Rebellion Against Low Expectations, by Alex
and Brett Harris, who are teenage twins. This book is by
teenagers and for teenagers, but I want to recommend it to
everyone. The basic premise is that our society has low
expectations for teenagers and teenagers are living up to
them. The authors correctly point out how powerful
expectations are and that people tend to live up to them or
down to them, depending on the expectations. I think they
are right about the low expectations for teenagers. They
also site many examples from history, from their peers,
and from their own personal experience that show that
there is no reason to accept those low expectations. They
share their faith at the end of the book and point to
following Jesus Christ as the real reason to take on hard
things - not settling for easy, mediocre, and safe. That is
exactly on point as well. Jesus does call us to do hard
things. “If anyone would come after me, he must deny
himself and take up his cross and follow me.” Mark 8:34
That is only a sample of the hard things Jesus calls us to

do; love our enemies, give, lend, forgive and help people
in need even if it is inconvenient and risky. Our call is to
follow Jesus’ teachings and His example. If you have paid
any attention at all to the Bible, you understand that this is
a breathtaking call.

I think this book is right on target for teenagers. I
am glad it is by teenagers, is so well written and is so
inspirational. If you know a teenager, buy a copy for them.
However, it is appropriate for us adults as well. How
many of us settle for easy, mediocre and safe in order to
avoid failure? How many of us have set low expectations
for ourselves? How many of us have come to have low
expectations of our church? Let us recall the high expecta-
tions Jesus Christ has for us and for His church. And let
us be inspired by Paul, who was a master at taking on hard
things: “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens
me.” Philippians 4:13. Through the Holy Spirit, Christ is
in us. This is what empowered the early church when they
did such amazingly hard things. And the Spirit is available
to us now. That is what makes the hard things possible.

As I write this we are looking forward to the high school
group going to Montreat. We have an excellent group
going and the trip should be wonderful.

It is already time to think about the 2010-11 school year
and about plans for the youth groups. Some possible
developments for our groups:

1. Everyone committing to daily scripture and prayer
and discussing in Sunday School what they heard
God say and how they lived it out. (Being dis-
ciples)

2. Exploring how to proclaim the gospel by reading
the Bible every day and preparing seriously for
pageants and Youth Sunday. (Making disciples)

Leaders and youth, think about this and pray about it.
How do you think we should be disciples and make
disciples next year? To this Jesus Christ has called us
